Hypotheses to be tested are (1) does the introduction of non-binding communication increase the level of cooperation within the group that values honesty less according to the mind game; (2) does the introduction of non-binding communication increase the level of cooperation within the group that values honesty more according to the mind game; and (3) does the introduction of non-binding communication lead to a different change in the level of cooperation in the group that values honesty less compared to the group that values honesty more. Finally, we explore how communication and cooperation behaviour relates to the following personality traits at the individual level: guilt proneness, Machiavellianism and honesty- humility. 

Excluded from analysis are data coming from participants who have not fully completed all tasks or have unreasonably quick response times. Data retrieved in the pilot will be excluded in case after the pilot substantial changes are made.
