Hypotheses

In all cases reference category is assumed to be policy platform without a picture.

H1: In a comparison of respondents those treated with a picture will be more likely to vote for the black candidate over the white candidate.

H2: Female respondents treated with a picture will be more likely to vote for the female candidate over the male candidate than male respondents.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]H3: In a comparison of respondents those treated with a picture will be more likely to vote for the black male candidate over the white male candidate.

H4: Matrilineal (Akan) respondents will be more likely to vote for the female candidate than the male candidate compared to Patrilineal (Dioula) respondents.
