1. Information on preventative measures improves health and increases compliance to these measures among the treated

4. Monetary incentives improve health and increase compliance with preventative measures among the untreated households in treatment villages
5. Treated villages have fewer Covid-19 symptoms, cases diagnosed and fatalities due to Covid-19
