· We expect the intervention to have larger effects for parents and their children, when their parents had lower scores on: 
· Beliefs about fixedness of ability - believed abilities are fixed (Muenks et al., 2015)
· Failure mindset - believed failure is debilitating (Haimovitz and Dweck, 2016) 
· The Behavioral Rating Scale of Presented Self-Esteem for Young Children - parent evaluated (Haltiwanger & Harter, 2019)
· We expect larger effects for children where both parents comply are randomized to the treatment group
· We expect more compliance for people who have higher education
· The screening tests for math and language, done at grade level 1 and 3 (according to today’s date: Aug-17, 2022), are only meant to capture the lower achieving students. We therefore expect to find larger intervention effects for lower achieving students compared to higher achieving students on these tests.
