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For this present study we conduct two types of analysis: a process evaluation and an impact evaluation. The objective of the process evaluation is to understand the process of the programme implementation by analysing variables such as access, socio-demographic characteristics of participants, the use of the different services offered, etc. The aim of the impact evaluation is to test the effectiveness of the programme with regards to the main outcomes (Health, self-efficacy, self-recovery and social relations). We conduct an experiment, where participants are randomly assigned to participate in the programme. Outcomes are compared at 19 and 28 months after randomisation. Monitoring and survey data is being used conduct the analysis. The picture below describes the analysis plan:
