Update of Hypotheses:
Marginal changes were made concerning the hypotheses. The previous hypotheses H1.1and H1.2 were dropped for the analyses and further proceeding after the author derived the arguments regarding the hypotheses in more detail. It turned out that no sufficiently justifiable assumption could be made for hypotheses H1.1 and H1.2, which is why they were deleted. Concerning the third treatment, the additional hypothesis about the increase in empirical expectation is included. The order of the final hypothesis is accordingly: 
H1: Eliciting beliefs and expectations before the decision increases decisions for fair shares compared to the elicitation after the decision. 
H2: Incentivizing the elicitation of normative expectations increases the accuracy (share of fit of the most common response) compared to not incentivizing the elicitation.
H3.1: Personal normative beliefs concerning the appropriateness of providing a fair share decrease when asking for both behaviours, compared to eliciting only personal normative beliefs concerning one behaviour only.
H3.2: Normative expectations concerning the appropriateness of providing a fair share decrease when eliciting it for both behaviours, compared to eliciting only normative expectations concerning one behaviour only.
H3.3: Empirical expectations concerning whether individuals expect others to have provided fair shares increase when eliciting normative expectations for two behaviours, compared to eliciting only normative expectations concerning one behaviour only.
