Update in Formulation of Hypotheses:
Marginal changes were made concerning the formulation of hypotheses H3.1 and H3.2. The Hypotheses as presented in the paper are the following: 
H1: Eliciting beliefs and expectations before the decision increases decisions about fair sharing compared to elicitation after the decision. 
H2: Incentivizing the elicitation of normative expectations increases the accuracy (share of fit of the most common response) compared to not incentivizing the elicitation.
H3.1: There is no difference in the appropriateness concerning personal normative beliefs of fair sharing when asking for beliefs for both behaviours, compared to eliciting personal normative beliefs about one behaviour alone.
H3.2: There is no difference in the appropriateness concerning normative expectations of fair sharing when eliciting expectations for both behaviours, compared to eliciting normative expectations about one behaviour alone.
H3.3: The number of participants having empirical expectations that others provide a fair share increases when eliciting normative expectations for both behaviours, compared to eliciting normative expectations concerning one behaviour alone.
