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This amendment documents an implementation issue affecting treatment assignment for a subset of study participants and describes the corrective procedure that will be used in a subsequent implementation round.
Implementation issue
The original registration specified that participants would be randomized into treatment and control conditions. The implementing partner carried out the randomization procedure correctly for households with more than one individual. However, for households with only one individual, the implementation did not proceed as planned: these participants were only shown control items and therefore could not have been assigned to the treatment condition as intended.
As a result, the original implementation generated valid randomized assignment for participants in households with more than one individual, but not for participants in single-person households.
Corrective implementation procedure
To address this issue, the study will conduct an additional implementation round in September 2026 for individuals who, due to the implementation issue described above, could only have seen the control condition in the original implementation.
In this additional round, eligible participants will be rerandomized according to the intended treatment-assignment procedure. The control condition for this round will use a new set of control items. The control items will be:
1. During the past year, I have been satisfied with my current financial situation.
2. I expect the US will be in a world war within the next ten years.
3. I have a driver's license.
4. During the past year, I have often walked to work.
Implications for the study sample and analysis
The primary analysis will distinguish between participants for whom the original randomization was implemented correctly and participants affected by the implementation issue.
For participants in households with more than one individual, treatment assignment from the original implementation will be analyzed as originally planned.
For participants in single-person households who could only have seen control items in the original implementation, treatment assignment will be based on the September 2026 corrective implementation round. These participants will not be treated as having been validly randomized into treatment and control conditions during the original implementation.
The analysis will document this implementation issue and the corrective procedure transparently. Any analyses pooling participants from the original and corrective implementation rounds will account for implementation round and household-size eligibility status as appropriate. Analyses specific to the corrective implementation round will be clearly labeled as such.
This amendment does not replace the original pre-registration. It records an implementation deviation affecting a subset of participants and specifies the corrective randomization procedure before the September 2026 implementation round.
