	For example, a respondent says, “The average monthly earnings that the student would earn are probably between Nu 20,000 and 24,000, but it’s hard to pick up one number.” The midpoint of the range is Nu 22,000. The enumerator continues to ask, “So, is the most likely average monthly earnings that you estimate about Nu 22,000?” If the respondent answers “Yes”, record Nu 22,000. If the respondent says “Not exactly, but Nu 23,000 is what I believe is the most likely”, then record Nu 23,000.
